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 Greatness of the Aghoreshwar. 

        One day the young ascetic Sambhav asked the Aghoreshwar, "Dada! Is the burning ground a holy place? Is the burning ground the alter of penance and worship?" The Aghoreshwar laughed and said, "Simple fellow! No other place can be holier than the burning ground. No one knows how many lifeless bodies of creatures have been given as offerings to the fire burning in the burning ground over the centuries. No one can say how many bodies of great warriors, kings and emporers, merchants, saints, gentlemen, thieves, fools, proud leaders and learned men have been given in the past, are being given in the present and will be given in the future to the god of death appearing in the form of the fire burning in the burning ground. 


The fire in many houses and cities is extinguished, but the fire in the burning ground is always burning and is fed with the offerings of lifeless bodies. The  people, frightened by delusion, appear to be burning in the pyre of anxiety as they neglect the great unknown within themselves. There is not much difference between the so-called living and the so-called dead. Lack of judgement will certainly draw one to the pyre of anxiety. There are no two opinions about it and it is inevitable. Just as the clean and pure hearts of the Aghoreshwars and Kapaleshwars are the refuge of the lives of many people, the burning ground gives refuge to lifeless bodies. No one can run away in fear. There is no place on this earth or in the sky or in the nether world where one can hide. The proximity of one's guru, the life holder, is the only refuge that can enable us to face these pains, troubles and miseries. From infancy to adolescence, from adolescence to youth and from youth to old age, every moment the body undergoes changes and shall continue to do so. These miseries can be avoided only with the grace of the guru, the life holder. 


Young ascetic Sambhav! When you know this, you will not be afraid of seeing the offerings of lifeless creatures to the burning  ground. The creature who is attached to his house, family and relations is seen burning in the fire of anxiety even while there is life in him. Do you not see that pyre is burning the dead while anxiety is burning the living? From ant to elephant, from man to god, from seers to sages, no one is able to escape it. Renounce all attachments and delusions. Renounce even the renunciation. When there is nothing you can call you own or that can live in one's own self, you will be free from  your fears and the delusions. Young ascetic! This youth is also burning and undergoing change. This you must understand because this is the truth. I do not say that you should become stagnant after understanding only this much. This is not complete understanding. Move ahead of it. There is something beyond it and there is also something beyond that which you have to know. To come to know the real self, you must get rid of attachments.        


Young ascetic! Whatever you have said, heard or seen so far, is only a small fraction of all the elements worth knowing. It is not the whole so do not consider it to be the whole. It will be a mistakeon your part to consider it whole. When a person goes to sleep reading a book, he starts reading from where he has left when he wakes up.Until the last moment of life, be engaged in the worship of life because only this mortal body will be destroyed. The living life will always be in the universe.    So, too, will the memory of our practices, activities and remembrances always be in the universe. Whenever you like, you can enter a body and remembering your previous awareness, you can perform every deed. Young ascetic! It is not impossible nor is it surprising. It is in this way that I, the Aghoreshwar, move in the universe. 


Many divine beings move about in the universe in this way, they call me whenever they wish, and they come to visit me too. They are capable of making every impossible achievement possible, and do so when required. It is these beings who are known as divine beings, therir life is divine life and they are Kapaleshwars. Their prevalent name is Aughar. Not restricted by their bodies, Aghoreshwars move from one place to another. Absence of physical body does not stand in the way of this kind of movement and availing their help.


 Turn yourself into water, air, earth, sky, light or fire as required. Whenever and wherever you find an object needed by the living, present yourself in the form of that very object. By turning yourself into the articles of food, you can sustain the life of the creatures. In the form of water, you can quench their thirst. In the form of air, you can provide them coolness or heat as required. You can give them refuge in the form of earth and free movement in the form of sky.Young ascetic! The Aghoreshwars always perform such deeds mysteriously. There is nothing surprising in it. Now you, too, will have to do it.


Young ascetic! Remember, attachments and anxiety burn men as surely as lust dwells in their hearts. In who is endowed with tolerance and evenness in life, is the place where virtue and religious seeds reside. The man whose life is crooked and uneven is an abode of condemnation, vanity and scarcity. Those who are generous by nature, are endowed with glory and greatness and are easily pleased and show kindness without rhyme or reason. He who keeps such company attains joy and becomes joy for others. 


Do this by detaching oneself and others from bad deeds. Deliver yourself and others from death. Sometimes when the attachment to bad deeds is cut, one weeps and cries aloud. But if one is moved by the cries of the attachment, you will not grow strong. It will make you tie your feet with your own hands. It is because of attachments that your life looks sickly, tattered and worm-eaten.


We see animals who, overcome by passion, run after each other. Real devotion does not mean that we remain a slave to passion. Rather, the meaning of devotion is doing away with passion. The day man is free from this attachment to passion, he will be free from sexual desire.  When one comes to understand it, one's life becomes free from sexuality and then one is delivered from the bondage of birth and death. 


Therefore, if you see people doing wrong, go and do whatever you think is proper according to your opinion and capacity. Do not borrow someone else’s opinion. You will have to understand for yourself.. The scriptures alone will not cause you to embrace the  life hidden within you. When one is self directed, this  awareness awakens. Specialize in creating a mind firmly  rooted in meditation. What can be better than this? 



Through firm determination and practice, one can know the unknown. The knowledge given by scriptures can neither be understood nor practiced. The knowledge contained in scriptures can only be a refuge for hypocrisy and discussion. Knowledge given by holy books and scriptures can not be literally understood nor directly practiced.  You will have to understand and interpret them according to the age in which your are living, not the one in which they were written. Devotee, you are practiced now to a great extent. Your practice is perfect. It will lead you toward perfection. It will inspire you not toward desires, but toward selfless actions. It will enable you to see the other-worldliness and not this-worldliness. I believe that the distance between "I and Mine" and "thou and thine" must now  be quite reduced in you.
