This part is taken from the book “Aghor Guru Gooh”, a book in Hindi which is a compilation of some private conversations of Baba with his close disciples.

Darshi! Copying what  others do justifies the proverb, "One who imitates others has no substance and harbors various weaknesses." So it is in the case of the enjoyment of the objects of the senses. If one imitates others in this respect, he  not only shatters his body, but also invites diseases.

 Darshi! A person who expects good results by  deceiving himself and others is considered a one who wants to taste fruits that are not in the season, through verbal and visual description. 

A  person who is  cunning by nature does not talk face to face with anyone after committing a crime. He looks down while talking, scratches his back with his fingers and scratches the earth with his big toe. These are the symptoms of a person who is involved in a lowly act or a crime. Such a person is escaping from the reality of a lowly act. 

One who is innocent in mind, words and deeds, always holds his head high, and is not nervous whether he is alone or in a crowd. His eyelids  do not fall down again and again and he does not scratch his head or back. He leads a a fearless, innocent life and has proper vision.

 Darshi, it is worth keeping the company of such a person. “Nothing is unattainable for him in whose mind the good of others resides"

One who hides the truth becomes the abode of thousands of lies and only adds to perversity. You know that the sages and seers told of the corrupt acts of those who took undue advantage of the situations with the wives of the sages, and earned infamy. If the sages had liked, they could have kept such deeds a secret but there was a fear that the society would have been adversely affected by keeping such horrible acts a secret. So these crimes were mentioned in the scriptures. Affixing their seal of approval on these books, the sages and seers showed that these incidents were real. 

The reason for letting such deeds be made public is to allow the corrupt deeds of the past to be forgiven, and the corrupt deeds of the future to be prevented. If these criminal offenses had been concealed from public sight, their foul smell would have affected not only the wrongdoers, but would have been unbearable for entire society. 

Darshi! What has happened, what is happening, and what is to happen can be kept hidden from those who can neither help nor honor you. But it can not be kept a secret from the Lord of nature, the great unknown within you. You can hide it from others but not from yourself. 

Darshi! Self has a great importance. What is permitted and what is forbidden is always determined by our conscience. Memory retains the deeds and expresses its remembrance. Friend! Be not empty and naked. Naked dance is not an art. It may, however, be called the expression of perversity of the truth. The real taste comes from the real hunger. Have you not seen with what eagerness, satisfaction and taste a hungry person eats bread even without salt? 

 The robber, who ignoring society, thinks he has fully satisfied himself with the looted wealth of others, can not relish the taste even of the best preparations of cream, dry fruits or sweets. Without experiencing the true contentment, he just puts something in his belly so that he may live for some more time. Darshi! It is strange and surprising. 

Such people, devoid of understanding, are like moths. The moth knows that its death is certain if it goes near the light. Even then, it flies around the lights and loses its life. Exactly in the same way, the people of passion and unrestrained desire know that the misuse of their tongue and procreative organ take them toward certain death; yet, they give free reign to them and sacrifice themselves. Only persons of corrupt intellect keep company with such persons. No good person seeks their company. Darshi! It is necessary to root out such ideas and emotions, to control them, and not to let them come near. If you practice again and again, it is certain that you will succeed in this effort. 

The more readily a person overcomes these weaknesses by constant practice, the more capable he grows towards obtaining natural happiness, peace, prosperity, and success. These great and ultimate aims of life can not be obtained and recognized by escaping and sitting in the loneliness of a cave. What is attainable is never attained by a person of  corrupt intellect. Who does not know this?  

Darshi! These days ignorant persons want easy public recognition and support of their petty ideas and deeds. They move through society like the very personification of sacrifice and penance; even when they are recognized by the people they pay little heed to the needs of the masses. The mockery of the situation is that these very people have been declaring that their only aim is the service and the protection of the interests of the society. They have forgotten the true worship, the service which can do good to society and be beneficial in fulfilling everyone’s dream. 

Darshi! Service to society and the fulfillment of needs of the masses is the great worship. There is no penance, knowledge, and renunciation that can excel beyond this worship. One who is heartily devoted to this worship does not care for, or run after, public recognition. Only who is always engaged in fulfilling the needs of the masses, and does one’s best to achieve it, should be considered  a saint. A real sage is the person with proper vision and knowledge.

Darshi! However much you might be insulted, do not give up your good ideas and good conduct. Do not give up the good of others. In such activities, the beginning is assured, middle is auspicious and the impact is also certain. It is not so without cause. All this is the real fame. 


After one sheds one's body, this real fame remains. Darshi! Do not compel your conscience to permit you to do things that it does not permit. Otherwise it will become heavy and unbearable. If you compel your mind to act improperly, the mind will be adversely affected and will become inactive.
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
