Sambhav!  I generally see that people blame adverse circumstances for their unfortunate situations. The question is how such circumstances arise. Man, because of his weakness, ignores his good instincts and  performs lowly deeds that themselves create adverse circumstances. He brings them upon himself. Miseries and death can only be the results of  these lowly deeds. No inadequacy or misery is caused by good and ideal  behavior. It is improper conduct, ideas and behavior that make a man weak.


Sambhav! There is a popular saying that man himself invites misery and death. He does not do so because of unknown situations, but rather because of known ones. You may ask how. A man fully aware of the negative results of gambling still adopts the gambling habit. Because of such misconduct, he loses not only money, but also health. In order to make up the loss of money, he takes recourse to borrowing and when people stop lending him money, he takes to deceiving others. When this door is also closed, he is compelled to take to begging.  Such a man becomes argumentative and tries to escape the world by indulging in uncontrolled sexual habits. He often is in trouble with the law. Then because of ill health, the man falls in the clutches of miseries, old age and death. What can all this be called but an invitation to adverse circumstances, misery and death? 


There is a popular saying that the element of strength in the body (semen) is the source of a healthy body and a long life. When it is wasted and neglected the body becomes weak and diseased. This waste and neglect leads to misery. If someone pleads ignorance, saying that none of this is his fault because he was unaware of  it,  even  the patience to learn better habits abandons such a creature. 


I do not say that importance should be attached to old ideas propounded by scriptures; I do not ask women or men to accept as ideal the conduct of those who are trapped by lust; I only say that they should be cautious and alert. They should not twist words around and give them absurd meanings. Neither should they adopt the false values created by cheap entertainment. They should be aware of the magical attraction of seductive temptations offered by these irresponsible amusements. I have seen children playing with dolls as a source of entertainment, and there is nothing  wrong with that; they grow out of it. O Sambhav! How long will you continue to act like a child? Give it up!


Human life is not always available to all living creatures. I have heard yogis say that even gods crave human bodies. Are you too afraid of  adverse circumstances, Sambhav? Be fearless! Be calm so that no trace of fear is left. Sambhav! You don’t own these circumstances; they exist on their own. They are unfamiliar. Where you have a familiar situation and still consider yourself to be helpless and unfamiliar, it is no less than deceiving yourself.  Sambhav, you will have to understand this in this way ( then it will not be what is heard, but what is seen.


Sambhav! Now go and perform the routines which you know to be appropriate to time and occasion. I am also going to perform the routines for which time and occasion are waiting.
