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Darshi! Very early this morning inquisitive Sambhav met me and said,  "Gurudeva,  my mind is  disturbed and misinformed. Please give me direction and stability to my mind."  I said to him,  "For all causality, bondage and liberation mind is the instrument.  O Sambhav -sãdhaka (seeker),  you have been afflicted by doubts. You justify the proverb, "A half‑empty vessel makes much noise."  Water in a vessel that is full to the brim, does not stir. 


 Sambhav-sãdhaka, because of  some misunderstanding you are in such a state and there is a reason for it.  You gather only tatters yet want a lovely cloak stitched from them. The patches will be visible everywhere from outside! And the  inside will reflect only the cold,  and so by wearing a cloak stitched from tatters you experience little warmth inside.  Sambhav! All the scriptures are mere patches sewn together.  They are not a whole cloth. If you see clearly, every place shows a patch.  The cloak sewn from such patches will yield to  pressure. Hence,  you see many seekers struggling in vain as their ideas yield to pressure.

       
Sambhav-sãdhaka was understanding my words correctly. He said,  "You are very mysterious Dada!  Your  style is unique”.



     

 I replied, "Why are you groping around trying to understand a hundred theories?  Understand one, and be absolutely certain about it."  Sambhav-sãdhaka  said, “Dada!  This certainly is what I am not able to achieve.  Had this been so, would I have tried to hide from respected  aughars (aghor ascetics)? 



 I said, “O Sambhav!  I do not want the mere shell of your body, empty of you. Your presence is the presence of Divine Mother. When you are present, right actions are taken by you. Right action is known as creativity.  This kind of action is the fountain‑head of Prãna (life‑energy). 



The Super consciousness (chaitanya) manifesting in a conscious body is known as character. You don't need  a personified God, you need the attributes and character of God.  The presence of God’s attributes and  characteristics is the presence of God. It is God or  Ãtmãrãma that is Prãna permeating in all the beings, and as various names, is celebrated in all the poetry, literature, historical and religious  texts.
 



Sambhav-sãdhaka was understanding the value of my compassion.  He said,  "I had heard that the nature of aughars  is very kind."  I answered him that aughars neither seek action nor inaction. Between being doer and non-doer they keep making offerings in their Prãna to Vaishvãnar (the cosmic creative principle).  Sambhav!  That is why they are skilled in containing hundreds of vital life energies (Dhananjaya Prãnã)  like yours in their own kapãl-khappar, field of consciousness.


Eternity, which is ever new, never becomes past and  never becomes future. It is always in the present moment. Prãna (the life-force) vibrates in the present only.


Darshi!  You know that the time of morning is the time for aughars to embrace their Prãnã.  At that very time Sambhav comes strolling by with his curiosity.  Explain to him that when the sun begins to set, the seeker, free from all duties, becomes reflective and thinks about all of these things that have been told to him by the guru, Aghoreshwara. 


Be like the Chataka, a bird that takes a drop of water at the beginning of the season, and that drop satisfies him the entire season. This is known as the ability to see things through, the ability to discern correctly. Darshi, explain this to Sambhav.


Now go and finish those things for which time and occasion are known to you. I, too, am getting ready for the routines for which time and occasion are waiting.
